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Best Practices in Managing Image Data:
Establish what your journal’s risk/exposure to image data is.
Evaluate your author instructions and your response in case of image issues.
Insure that you clearly require future access to the original image data, at the very least.
Requiring replicable records of image data manipulation provides the best safeguard for your journal.
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
